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The Working Procedures of U. S. Donations for Disaster Relief
——Take Oregon as a Case Study

Abstract: Based on FEMA Volunteers Control Regulations and Oregon Laws of American and policies of dona-
tions for disaster relief, the specific procedures of donation operations and the roles of governments and volunteer
organizations involved are introduced. Main features of U. S. disaster — induced donations are concluded as fol-
lows. First, donation effort for disaster relief is part of the charity, which has formed a socialized, institutionalized
long — term mechanism. Second, donation operations for disaster relief work are carried out by the various nonprofit
volunteer organizations, and the coordination among these organizations is ensured by VOAD. Third, different lev-
els of U. S. governments mainly provide donation information releasing platform, participate in the decision — mak-
ing of donation efforts, and sustain the communication linkage between government agencies and volunteer organiza-
tions.
